Moving Baltic Seaaims to raise public awaresge of environmental issues by
cultural and artistic mean3his particular approach, wih offers the chance to
establish innovative forms of participan, was also implemented through the
different formats chosen for the festivalents. Workshops provided a space for
experimenting with the relevant issuesstetke in smaller groups, while the panel
discussions served as a forum for apen debate between experts and an
interested audience. Short film screeniagsl other cultural events in prominent
public locations reached out ¢ollture enthusiasts and to passers by, as most of the
events were open air and always entrance-free.

In Spring 2008Moving Baltic Sedaunched a call for entisein order to collect
Stories from the Seaside short films by young filmmakers that relate to the
seaside.

And, since a short summary including a sampling
of questions that had been dissad at each previous festival
stop were available to them, they had the opportunity to pick up the discussion
from where it had last ended.

2.7 Createl

X In the Puppet Mastersvorkshop in Rostock, thparticipants created huge,
mansize figures that symbolized threatened

under the supervision of the trainer Carsten
Schmidt. Once they were finished they sailed all
the way from Rostock to St. Petersburg and were
used for campaigning, promoting activities,
theater or decoration at each of the following
festival stops.
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Paper recycling workshopsvere offered in

Gdansk and in Kaliningrad. While creating

their own paper sheet and studying different

methods of papermaking, the children that

were involved in thes workshops received
information about recycling.

x At theinformation stand of NABWhildren that came tilne festival in Rostock
were invited to craft fish outf coloured paper. They
were fixed with clothes ps in an old net. The
trainers made a huge fisly boat out of paper and
hung it over the net. By mesuof this construction,
overfishing of the Baltic Sea could be explained in a

lifelike way to children.

x During Plotki illustration workshopsin Riga and Narva-Jéesuu, led by
illustrator Jaga  Jagowska,
posters on ecologic problems in
the Baltic Sea region were
fabricated in an old style way —
by drawing, collages, handmade
typography etc. Later the posters were bitld in the info center in Riga and
Narva-Joesuu.

x Emajée River Barge Society, a NGO focused on building
historical sailng and rowing vessel introduced its
mobile handicraft and sailor workshom Narva-
Joesuu, and exhibited thedelype Peipsi barge Lodi.

They
took water samples with the help thfe trainers and examined them under
microscopes.

Members of the Lovis association Béé/. offered another spontenous water
sample workhop on the way from Kaliniagr to Riga for the Moving Baltic
Sea crew on board of the ship

In St. Petersburg children were asked to bring
some packaging from cosmetics, chemical or
construction goods to aecological training

workshop By studying the packages a training
was conducted on what kind of harmful

substances are presented in the goadd
could damage health.

x In the workshopAnalytical Journalism inthe environmental fieldthat took
place in Riga, the journalist Bdijs Semjonovs, who has been in
many world hot-spots and has workedhe environmental field
for a long time, shared hisxgeriences aboutanalytical
journalism “back stage” andneironmental problems in the

world.
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In Gdansk, gournalism introduction workshofhat lasted three days, taught ten
youngsters techniques of Wwnig articles and reportagedlith the support of two
experienced journalists Anna Sulewslkad Anna Urbanczyk, participants
collected material and prepared a text an ecological issue. The text was
published on the website www.mmtrojmiaglonhich provides sgce for citizens
of the Gdansk area &xpress their opinions.

x In Riga, the workshopive Green for Baltic Seavith Anitra Tooma, head
journalist for the Latvian environmental gezine “Vides vestis tried to raise
the awareness of environmentalefidly products. During the workshop
possible ways to limit water pollution were discussed.

X Moving Baltic Seamembers participated in &V _debatein Kaliningrad
broadcasted by State T¥nd radio companyrussia-
Kaliningrad. Two facilitators tried to controversially
discuss if festivals were an appropriate means to raise
awareness on environmentabpics. Invited guests,
among others the Moving Baltiea crew, were asked to
bring in opinions taourish the pros
or cons. The debate was
accompanied by a poll in the
beginning and at the end of the
debate.

x During thegreen fingerprint campaigof WWFin St. Petersburg, visitors of
the festival wrote on their palms whaethpersonally wanted to preserve from
the effects of climate change. The diffet outputs wereilimed by a camera
and the answers written on the handshef participants can now be observed
on youtube.

x In Gdansk, theoutdoor theater Lstra Strona Druga arranged their
performance in an area of the main ped@ststreet enclosed by walls made of

half-transparent plastic material, which seemed to

be a labyrinth filled wth the nightmares of a

polluted world.

x A white round igloo-like tentvith a growing exhibition

every festival stop. In triangle-
formed spaces, one for each tour
stop, people created a visual
‘insight’ of the last festival stop, in order to inform
people from other citiegbout previous events.

x Participants in the sailinpur and in the festivals we asked to describe their
impressions in théour blog which was published on the Moving Baltic Sea
website as well as on the blog forduter. Most authors wrote short articles,
some decided to rather post picturesioort films. The blog allowed festival
visitors and other spectasoto follow the project events in other towns.

X An important tool for creatg a bridge between the
different festivals was atour
documentarythat was shot and
edited during the tour. The
documentary tried to catch the
atmosphere of the festivalties, the dynamics of the
festival events, the experience tbk common sailing trip, and the changing
landscape of the Baltic Sea, in orderstare it with the audience at the next
festival stop. The  tour
documentary tied the different
stops of the Moving Baltic Sea
festival together, growing longer
as the tour progressed and
ending with each festival audiencglgetings to the next stop.
The tour documentary was screenecatry festival stop and various other
occasions after the festivtour, to present thidoving Baltic Segroject.

3 Analysing the participant’s opinion about the Moving Baltic Sea
Festival

3.1 Preliminary Remarks

When theMoving Baltic Sed-estival with its six festival stops was organised the
Moving Baltic SealTeam had some overall obje@s/in mind: (1) to reach young
filmmakers and environmental activists wiiththe Baltic Sea region, (2) to connect
people, networks and orgaations of the Baltic coungs and (3) to raise their
awareness to transnational, ecologichbllenges by bridgingenvironmental and
cultural themes and methods.

But did theMoving Baltic Sedestival really meet thegmals? How were the different
festival events received by their respeciaualiences? How did ¢hgoals outlined in
the previous section ofihhhandbook become realised?

In order to answethese questions tHdoving Baltic Sealeam decided to gather the
participant’s opinions by distributing a qaiesnaire during the festival. The following
report sums up the results of the data ctdld. However, before coming to the results,
it is necessary to briefly describe tifferent instruments and methods used.

3.2 Methods used

The questionnaire for the participants tbé festival was designed well before the
festival started. It contained some gehequestions concerning the interviewees
background information, as well as the paptnt's opinion on the festival events, and
lastly we asked questions addressing tiiermation flow during the festival and the
overall impression the participants got abllalving Baltic Sea

TheMoving Baltic Sea’eam undertook several measu@terview as many people
as possible: The gquestionnaire was traiesl in the languages of the respective
countries visited, announcements weredenaduring the festival and different
occasions were chosen in orde hand out the questionnaires to the participants of the
festival (e.g.: during workshops, the info-tent of the festival).

All in all, 270 questionnaires weféled out and given back to tidoving Baltic Sea
Team. This sample size enablas to give an insight about what the participants
thought about the festival. It furthermore &l us to differentiate our analyses, e.g.
regarding the different age groups of the participants.

However, the number of participants tHdked in the questionnaire differed from
festival stop to festival stoue to the different return rates we can give more detailed
information about five of the six festivalops: about the festivatops in RostockN =

50 cases), Gdansk (= 36 cases), RigdN(= 47 cases), Narva-JOoesWNi £ 45 cases),
and St. Petersburg(= 83 cases).
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3.3 Results of the data analyses

The following report addressésree questions: (1) Did tidoving Baltic Sed-estival
reach its target group? (2) Were peophel @rganisations othe Baltic Sea Region
really connected during the festival? Ban the chosen workshops be seen as good
instruments in order to reach the overall goalslo¥ing Baltic Sea

3.3.1 The target group

Who came to the festival?

Nearly every other participant that fillein a questionnairevas between 18 and 25
years old, about one third was over 25 yedalsand 16 % were under 18 years of age.
It was particularly the festival in NaavJéesuu that reachedt to young people under
18 years of age whereas tlestivals in Rostock and Gdansk mainly reached people
that were over 25 years old and the festival Riga and St. Petersburg were mainly
attended by young adults that were kestw 18 and 25 years old (see Figure 1).

FurthermoreMoving Baltic Seasucceeded in reaching young female adults: At each
of the five festival stops that can beakwated more closelyvay over 50 % of the
people that filled in a questionnaire were female.

The empirical analysis furthermore showsttthe festival mainly reached the local
population. In Rostock 90 % of the participewere German, in Gdansk, 97 % of the
participants were Polish, iRiga 98 % of the participés were Latvian and in St.
Petersburg 98 % of the partiaipts were Russian. In Narva-Jéesuu 70 % of the visitors
were Estonian and more thane quarter of the participants were Russian, but as a lot
of Russian people live in this region it ynalso be the local population that was
reached. However, taking into considewatithat it may have only been the local
population that filled in a gw#ionnaire due to languageiltk the amount of foreign
visitors of the festivals may haween higher than the data indicates.
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How did the participants get tkknow about the festival?

More than one third of the participants sththat they learnedbout the festival by
friends and 21 % got to knowbaut the festival by the inteet. PR-material such as
posters and flyers were also helpful @aching out to our thirget groups. 10 % of

the participants were inforea about the festival by emenmental organisations and
nearly 10 % came into contact witMoving Baltic Seaby way of cultural
organisations. Other relevasburces were the media, schools and newsletters (see
Figure 2).

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It is furthermore interesting to see that the waysMlowing Baltic Seavisitors were
informed about the festivalffiered from festival stop to fésal stop. This may be due
to the different age groups that the organiseesl to reach, due toultural or regional
characteristics of the respective countried eegions visited. Fthermore it must be
taken into consideration that differring rhetls of distributing iformation about the
festival were chosen at each of the fedtistops. In Germanynformation about the
festival was passed primarily from friend fitend and by the distribution of flyers;
posters were particularly important fi@aching the people from Narva-Jéesuu and St.
Petersburg. In Gdansk and in Riga, an akmxerage amount of the participants were
informed abouMoving Baltic Seavia internet and it was pagularly in Gdansk, that
we succeeded in raising attention for th&tifal via local media outlets. Schools were
nearly unimportant for all festival stogxcept for Narva-Jéesuu, where nearly one
third of the participants stated that thgyt to know about the &tval in school (see
Figure 3).

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3.3.2 Networking

Getting to know each other

Even though the data indicates thiMbving Baltic Seamainly reached the local
population, a closer look #ihe data shows that networking was of major importance
during the festival. One quarter of the partiips stated that thayere introduced to
environmental organisations auy the festival, another 23 % of the participants stated
that they came in contaetith cultural organisationshat they hadn’t known about
prior to the festival. It was particularlyy Gdansk and in Narva-Jéesuu where the
participants got to knownvironmental organisatiohand particularly in Riga where
cultural organisations weretneduced to the participants.

Meeting people from other Baltic countriessvaven more prevaht than getting to
know environmental and cultural organisatiof$.% of the festival visitors met other
people from the Baltic regionThis form of networking was particularly prevalent
among the participants of the festivaldNarva-Jéesuu and in Rostock and among the
younger participants. For example, 59 %ilué participants between 15 and 17 years
of age, but “only” 38 % of those who weower 25 years old, stated that they met
people from other Baltic countries (see Figure 4).

All in all our ability to offer opportunities fomeeting people can Is=en as a major
achievement of thMoving Baltic Sedestival. 68 % of the partgants that stated that
they came to the festival because they edrnbd meet new peaplmanaged to do so.
This amount lies significantly above the average.

! In Gdansk, a lot of the questionnaires were filledfter the Panel Discussion that was organised
by the environmental partner of Moving Baltic Sea. This may also be the reason why a lot of the
participants stated that they dotknow environmental organisations.

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Getting to know about previodisstival stops and results

One of the goals of the festival was to carirthe different festival stops with each
other by informing the participants about whatl happened so far@tevious festival
stops. In order to do so, an iAtent or an info-point was build up at each festival stop.
Furthermore, the questiortbat arose during the paneiscussion at one stop were
passed on to another stdypving Baltic Seashowed a documentary film about the
journey it had already made. And short filth&t were shot in one place were also
shown at other festival stops.

However, at first sightMoving Baltic Seadid not always manage to succeed in
meeting this goal: 41 % of the participantgtstl that they didn’t get any information
about the previous festivaltop, 27 % stated that they were informed by talking to
other people, 22 % got teknow about the results of other festivals during the
workshops they attended a@@ % got an impression abqutevious stops by visiting
the info-center.

A closer look at the data Imgs more light to this phenanon, as those visitors who
participated in the workshops, screenimgsdiscussions were better informed than
those who may have just come to the fedtior a short while. For example, “only”
36 % of those participantshe took part in the panelstiussion and “only” 21 % of
those who participated in the 48-hour filworkshop stated that they didn’'t get any
information about the previous festival stops.
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3.3.2 Evaluating the events of the festival

Arising awareness to common chalies within the Baltic Sea region?

Those visitors of the festivdlhat participated in the festil events were asked if the
respective event they attended was a goodumsnt for raising awareness to common
challenges within the Baltic Seagion. All in all, more than 50 % of the participants
agreed on this point — and this true as well for almostll the events the festival
offered. For example, 75 % of the partamns thought that the Panel Discussion was a
good instrument to raise awagss to transnational challesgend 69 % stated that the
Screening “Stories from the Seaside” ngatto fulfil this goal (see Figure 5a).

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Bridging cultural and environmental themes?

That the events were good instruments ideorto bridge cultural and environmental
themes was an even more prevalentnigm of the participants. 68 % of the
participants agreed that the Panel Dsston could bridge cultural and environmental
themes, 23 % remained undecided and orly @isagreed. Furthermore, 72 % stated
that the Screenintories from the Seasidwidged culture @d environment, 21 %
were undecided and 7 % disagre€lde evaluation of the Screeni@plours of Green
the 48-hour film contest and the screenaighe 48-hour films only differs slightly
from the opinions about these two events (see Figure 5b).

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3.4 Conclusion

Moving Baltic Seasucceeded in reaching the lopalpulation of the Baltic countries
visited. The festival was, as plaed, an event for young filmmakers and
environmental activists, however, it will remanfuture challenge to reach an even
greater group of the younger adolescents.

Choosing adequate ways of informing fheblic about the festal may be a good way

in order to reach younger adolescents. Fangde, pupils were aimportant target
group in Narva-Joesuu and the partner oiggtions managed to get in contact with
them via school$.However, as we have seen that {marticipants that came to the
festival got to know about thevents through different means, it can also be seen as an
achievement, tha¥loving Baltic Seaelied on whole set of diffent measures in order

to inform the people about the festival.

The idea that people and organisationghef Baltic countries should get connected
during the festival was successfully implemeinds well. The festival was particularly
a place where people could meet each o#imer it also functioned as a platform to
make cultural and environmental orgatisas known. However, it should also be
taken into consideration that the resultstloé previous festivals were not as well
spread to the festival visit® as intended. Even though mos$tthe participants were
informed about previous festival stops in améhe other way, 4% of the participants
still stated that they didn’t receive any information.

The main objectives of the festival —dging culture and enk@nment and raising
awareness to transnational challenges — weceessfully met witlthe events offered.

2 The popularity of film making has grown considerably in Estonia within the last couple of years.

Kinobusshas even raised the question of intégoa film making into the school curricula.
Furthermore, th&€entre for Applied Ecologkias also worked togetheiith local schools closely
prior to the festival in Narva-Joesuu.
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The participants themselvesit®d that these events weeod instruments in order to
meet these goals.

Last but not least, this p@ise impression about the festival is also mirrored by the
participants overall perspective on the festivél% of the participants stated that they
liked the festival, anothei8 % were undecided and on®/% rather disliked the
festival and the amount of people thatoyed the festival was even bigger among the
younger age groups.
